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136. When you tell a person that when he speaks 
to Hashem, Hashem hears you. He will look at 
you like you came from the moon! It takes 
thousands of years to pass through all the layers 
of the heavens. So, I can speak to Hashem here, 
and Hashem hears me? How can Hashem hear 
me? Mohorosh said that the Sulam is the Kol. It 
comes from the ground, but it reaches 
Shamayim. Right here right now you are 
speaking to Hashem.

Whenever we get 
together to speak again and again about the 
Rebbe, it is a great thing. Mohorosh said, 
there are many bad and damaging spirits in 
the air that we can't see standing outside 
every Heichal Hakodesh Beis Medrash in 
order not to let a person go in. When a person 
comes into Heichal Hakodesh, he hears again 
Chizuk on learning, Chizuk on speaking to 
Hashem, Chizuk on Mikvah, Chizuk on 
Shacharis, Mincha, Maariv, Chizuk on 
Shalom Bayis.
